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INCEPTION 
The IISU grew out of the International College for Girls (ICG) which was established 
in 1995, as a college affiliated to the University of Rajasthan. Since then, ICG has 
crossed many significant milestones in its journey towards excellence in higher 
education. Besides receiving numerous other accolades, it was accredited A+ by the 
NAAC of UGC in 2005. It was also identified as a Model College by the state 
government in 2006 and thereafter it was conferred the status of Autonomous College 
in 2007 by the U.G.C. It was further recognized as a College with Potential for 
Excellence (CPE) by the UGC in 2010. In a national survey conducted by AC-Nielsen-
ORG MARG, also in 2010 for the India Today magazine, ICG was rated as the topmost 
college in the state in Arts, Science and Commerce streams. Ranked among the top 30 
institutions of the country in this survey, the College became a symbol of quality 
education and women’s empowerment. The institution while working as an 
Autonomous College was declared as Deemed-to-be-a-University by the Ministry of 
Human Resource Development (MHRD), Government of India, vide its notification 
dated 2nd Febraury, 2009, issued under Section 3 of the UGC Act, 1956.

This has 
accorded IISU greater reliability and credibility and provided with a unique 
opportunity to explore and put in place what is needed to empower its students 
through the three Es -Efficiency, Excellence and Effectiveness and prepare them as 
worthy citizens, ready to takeup social and economic reforms with a scientific 
aptitude.

Out of six areas in Rotary, education is utmost important: Shri John F Germ  
 
The IIS University hosted its fifth convocation on 20th December 2016 at the 
university premises. The Chancellor of the University Justice S. N. Bhargava presided 
over the function, while Padma Bhushan Dr. Devi Shetty, Chariman & Founder, 
Narayana Hrudayalaya, Bangalore was the chief guest on the occasion.  
 
About 1545 students are conferred their degrees and diplomas in the various 
programmes out of which there are 43 Ph.D., 436 Post graduation, 1033 Under 
graduation  & 29 Advanced Diploma & PG Diploma level graduands.  Also, 56 Gold 
Medals and Plaques, 14 Endowment Awards and 248 Merit Certificates are awarded 
to meritorious graduands. 
 
Honorary Degree of Doctor of Letters conferred on Mr. John Germ, Rotary 
International, President.  
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This ceremony holds special for many reasons. Apart from the joy of a graduation 
ceremony, the University feels honoured and privileged to confer Honorary Degree of 
Doctor of Letters on Mr. John Germ for his substantial, sustained and exceptional 
contributions in the field of Community Service. 
 
Mr. Germ is a champion of human rights and an engaged humanitarian who has 
worked with imagination and insight to move the World in the direction of progress 
and peace, to build new possibilities and bring people together around a shared sense 
of purpose.  
 
The convocation ceremony witnessed many renowned Rotarians in attendance 
including Mr. Manoj Desai, Rotary International, Director.  
 
With the permission of the Chancellor, the Vice-Chancellor of the University Dr. 
Ashok Gupta declared the convocation open and welcomed the chief guest, 
dignitaries, Rotarians, guests and graduants present in the convocation hall. Later, he 
delivered the welcome speech and apprised the audience with the highlights of The 
IIS University.

The Chief Guest on the occasion, Dr. Devi Shetty while delivering convocation 
address has said that this University is primarily a women’s university is a matter of 
great personal significance to him. One person whose life and work have 
tremendously influenced the mission of his life was a woman - Mother Teresa. He was 
first introduced to her as her doctor way back in 1984, when she had had a heart 
attack and he looked after Mother Teresa for the last five years of her life.  
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While sharing his experience on how Mother Teresa influenced him, “Mother strongly 
believed that love is the most powerful weapon, which can actually conquer the world 
and that teaching has impacted me tremendously and I truly believe that the entire 
world must believe that, because if there is something the world requires today it is 
love and tolerance.” he said.

While sharing his experience in introducing health insurance scheme for farmers in 
Karnataka with a monthly premium of just five rupees a month, he said that 
innovation is the need of the hour. Dr. Shetty was confident enough to say that if we 
apply our minds with seriousness, solutions are not difficult to find. 
 
Out of six areas in Rotary, education is utmost important: Shri John F Germ  
 
After receiving Honorary Degree of Doctor of Letters, Shri John F Germ, RI President 
has said that they have six areas of focus in their Rotary service. And he couldn’t pick 
one of them that’s most important, because each one is built on the others. Water, 
sanitation, education, health, peace, and economic development are all woven 
together too tightly to unravel. But if you’re looking toward the future, and you’re 
planning for the long term—which is what Rotarians do—then he doesn’t think 
there’s any question, that the most important of those areas would be education.

• The equal opportunity cell of the IIS University organised a Guest Lecture on the 
theme "Science in the service of making a difference in the lives of specially 
challenged men and women" on the occasion of National Science Day- 28th Feb 
2017. Dr. Deepak Kalra, the invited speaker for the discourse began by outlining 
that the progress of innovation which have made for some extraordinary 
discoveries and drastically changed our lives. She chose to talk about just the 
inspiration of life and focussed on how science has engaged with the physiacally 
challenged individuals. The address constituted 3 areas - (a) Understanding 
disabilities (b) Prevention (c) Living with incapacities. Understanding incapacities 
examined the cause or the reason and identifying their advancements like Genetic 
testing, CT scan, MRI, ECG, Computerized visual testing, testing the infections for 
disabilities and many more. Identification of the cause takes place after the 
counteractive action by logical strategy which incorporates pre-origination tests 
like RH variable, genetic counselling, and antibodies for aversion of polio, little 
pox, observing pregnancy through sonography and vitamin-A program for 
avoidance of visual deficiency. The life supportive network for the newly born as 
in incubators, advanced prenatal and Neo-natal surgeries for conditions like Spina 
Bifida and Hydrocephalus were likewise referred about in the address. The most 
prestigious piece of the address comprised of the utilization of Assistive 
Technology for the rehabiliation of the weakened organs uniquely focussing the 
visual, motional and hearing. The pictures of multi-accessory wheel chair, 
automated walker, artifical limp for running, ice hockey and basket ball games as 
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being played by these individuals in the para-olympics came as a relieving joy to 
the audience. Besides finger reader, pen reader magnifying reader for the visually 
impaired and advanced hearing aids for the people having problem with hearing, 
the sensory white stick and the added inventions of science which have made 
theirlife relatively less demanding. Muskaan Arora and Vidhyawati Dhankar the 
uniquely abled students of the IIS University imparted their experience to 
innovations.  

 

• Equal Oppurtunity cell organized an awareness lecture on Dengue and 
Chikungunya in AV Hall on 22 September 2016. The cases of Dengue and 
Chikungunya are on the rise and awareness about its prevention is not adequate. 
Sensing the need of the hour, faculties felt it is essential to educate students about 
this two disease.

The programme started with students doing Vandana. Lamp lighting was done Chief 
Guest, Smt. Suman Sharma, Chairperson, RSCW, Keynote Speaker, Dr. Pramila 
Sanjay, Dr. Ashok Gupta, Vice Chancellor, The IIS University, Dr. Raakhi Gupta, 
Registrar, and Prof N K Jain, Dean Social Sciences. Dr. Ashok Gupta welcomed the 
guests with flowers. 
Dr. Ashok Gupta during his the welcome note shared the journey of ICG becoming 
Deemed University with 5000 students from all over the country. He said that the 
various departments from UG to PhD encouraged students not just to become good 
home makers but to become IAS and army officers, excel in multinationals, sports and 
literature. They learnt here Indian values. The only drawback was that the University 
was being run in a college campus. He requested the Chairperson RSCW to consider 
this to be able to achieve the dreams of education. He again welcomed all to this 
programme. 
Smt. Suman Sharma started her inaugural speech with gratefulness to be able to speak 
in a University for first time. She started her term in RSCW with breaking some 
myths. She studying the dying cases in her files and realized it is not enough to teach 
girls to break silence. Girls have started going to police station but are unaware of the 
Sections in which they have to report. Because of that ignorance she decided to create 
awareness. She thought law very boring but to create awareness she had to study it. 
She stressed that girls should know the importance of various sections of 354 of IPC.  
She shared a booklet that had all women related laws. The English was under 
publication. 
Dr. Pramila Sanjay, Focal person of UNGCNI, made a lively presentation with the 
help of PPT about some aspects of the laws related to women. She emphasized that 
girls should be aware of good touch and bad touch and should not feel guilty or 
afraid. Thy should ensure that FIR should be on green paper, they should read the 
signed FIR, edit it if required, take a photo immediately and get it printed. There is 
FIR also for against those not willing to take FIR.  
Students not only from Social Sciences but all departments of the University including 
NSS volunteers actively participated in the camp. They asked relevant questions like 
why women were still not admitted in temples, and their apprehensions of sharing 
with parents. 
Smt. Sharma shared Garima help line no 1091 and told about the 3-way Suraksha App 
which would soon be released by Smt. VasundhraRaje, Chief Minister of Rajasthan. It 
was easy to use and would reach immediately to get help. 
Vote of Thanks was given by Dr. Raakhi Gupta who appreciated Smt. Sharma’s efforts 
for reaching the masses about legal awareness. A token of remembrance was 
presented to Smt Sharma and Dr. Pratibha Sanjay. 
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August – March 2016 
Gender Champion Club was started in University in August 2016. Members were 
formed and met periodically during the year. Registration Forms were issues and 
voluntary membership was done. Ms. Asaniintroduced the concept of Gender 
Champion Club to its members in the first session.

Safe and Happy Periods 
21.02.2017 

A guest lecture was held for the students of Foundation Women Studies and 
Sociology on Safe and Happy Periods on Tuesday, 21st of February 2017. Ms. Sarika 
Gupta the founder of the initiative known as 'Safe n Happy Periods' interacted with 
the students about Menstruation. Reflecting upon her personal experiences and field 
work she discussed about the biological basis of menstruation, the need to discard 
superstitions and taboos around it. Adding she emphasized on the correct ways of 
using  and disposing sanitary napkins and the resulting repercussions due to 
inappropriate disposal. 
The thought provoking part was her revelation about the composition of napkins of 
popular brands like Whisper, Stayfree etc. which we have been using for years  which 
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have 90% plastic. Following it she showed newer products which can be used instead 
of plastic napkins like tampons, menstrual cups, and cloth sanitary napkins. 
She also stressed on wearing cotton clothes during periods and avoiding tight fitted 
clothing like jeans etc.  Ms. Sarika also carried out live demonstration of two 
yogasanas namely SuptaBadhakonasana and UpvishtaKonasana which aid in 
abdominal pain and facilitate relaxation during periods. Towards the end she shared 
information about online websites like Ecofem and Aegis which sell biodegradable 
sanitary napkins which are safer and more comfortable than usual pads. 
Ms. Chanda Asani faculty of Women’s Studies presented Ms. Sarika Gupta with a 
token of remembrance and affection.
